Parenting Tips—School Climate: What’s the forecast?

Most people like the weather to be
warm and sunny, and most students like
their school climate to be the same.
According to Quest International, an
educator training organization,

make a significant difference.
At one school in Minneapolis,
everybody could count on the
school secretary. She always
had a smile on ‘her face and

motes learning. A cold, dreary
school climate isn’t one your child
would want to be in for a very long
time.

What causes a school to have a
warm positive climate? A lot depends
on how people interact. When your
child comes into contact with a lot of
different people during the day, that
affects the school’s climate. It may start
out with the way the bus driver treats
your child, or the way other students
interact with him or her. Then there
could be an interaction with a school
secretary, counselor, teacher, coach,

knew everyone by name. In
fact, students often stopped by to see
her because she always helped them
feel so valued and cared for. When she
retired, she received 1,000 flowers from
each student.

How can your child help warm up
the climate in her or his school? How
can parents become a part as well? Itis
important that names are learned, that
those who appear isolated be included,
that you take the time to get to know
the teachers and staff as well. Working
together, the school climate can make a
difference in the educational process.
