1Cup Sugar              
1 Egg 
1/4 Cup Molasses 
1/2 Tsp Allspice 
2 Cups Flour 
2 Tsp soda 
1/2 Tsp Salt 
1 Tsp Cinnamon 
3/4 Tsp Ginger

pan of granulated sugar.  Roll balls in 
sugar.  Place on ungreased cookie sheet.
